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The only person actually to use this title for Jesus is John the Baptist, who identifies him as “the
Lamb of God” when Jesus comes for baptism at the Jordan river (John 1:29, 36). But the image is
reinforced by sacrificial lamb references in Acts 8:32 (quoting Isa. 53:7) and 1 Peter 1:19 and by the
28 triumphant “Lamb” references in Revelation.
